Some Microsoft’s Lumia mobiles

are suffering of hardware and software problems although

the patch release for OS Microsoft mobile 10 and Apps

(updates were available after 1 year and an half on 

september 2017). The technology has changed and the 

company is now an important productor of software for 

laptops, pc desktop and tablets and vendor of third party 

computers.
